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First the staff of the Atlanta Campaign would like to thank all those members of the GVB who
registered within the registration deadlines. With this cooperation we are better able to gauge
what we need to buy for the numbers registered. Because of your cooperation and that of all the
others that registered it looks like just beginning we can give 2 thousand plus dollars to Nash
Farm. We will have our usual school presentation on Friday the 2" of November from 9to 1. To
me this is the most important part of the weekend. We are most proud of the fact that with these
years’ students we have given over 11,500 students a hands-on look at 1864 era soldiers and
civilians. Saturday the 3" we have a battle at 2 PM. This will be a tactical battle with the
commanders given starting orders and then it is up to them to see who wins the day. We believe
the spectators will enjoy this part of the weekend. There will also be separate Cavalry
demonstrations on Saturday morning. Sundagl the 4™ we will portray the action of Lovejoy Station
between S.D. Lee’s Corp and Schofield’s 23" Corp. We have 21 pieces of Artillery ready for
action on both days. This is one of if not the largest showing of Artillery in Georgia in some time.
Now let me try to answer some of your questions.

1. The registration fee: | see you ask why it is so high. When a fee is charged it is based on
total numbers expected and the expenses it takes to accommodate those numbers. For
example the Atlanta reenactment each year charges either 10 or 15 dollars depending on
when the participants choose to register. For every one of these folks it costs the Atlanta
Campaign 25 to 35 dollars or more per person. We have costs for land rental, insurance,
wood, water, straw, porta-lets, security, tickets, advertising, the entertainment, the ball,
sound system, electricity, police for the roads, mailing expenses, toll free phone number,
EMT's,etc. As you can see there are a lot of things we must do before the folks arrive.
One note, without insurance this reenactment does not happen. The liability coverage is
a must. We hope this helps. We hear a lot about the 25 dollar walk on fee. It is necessary
to encourage people to register early. Everyone has an entire year to register. We know
there are always those who wait and say | might not be able to go but as | heard told
some reenactors at Manassas one year, is it not better to lose 10 dollars than to spend
257 | thought that was really sound thinking.

2. No Smoking Policy: Because Nash Farm is technically a county park, by contract it is a
no smoking property. When we first saw this in the contract we asked about those folks
who do smoke that are reenactors and asked what we could do. We worked it out this
way. As long as it is done in the camp or battle area and in a period manner it will be
acceptable to smoke. It cannot be done in the Sutler area or the modern vendor area
since this is where the public will be. This was a far as we could push the issue. It is a
reasonable compromise.

3. Straw: Anyone who deals with livestock knows that hay and straw prices have shot
through the roof over the past year or so. At the Atlanta Campaign, straw will be sold at 2
dollars per bale. This price is 4 dollars per bale less than we pay, and all the straw
proceeds go to Nash Farm. We are doing this to keep down costs, and to help prevent
waste.



We hope this helps in answering some of the questions your readers are asking. The Atlanta
Campaign Inc. is a not for profit corporation so every dollar we take in must be spent, given away
or used to help begin to fund the next reenactment. None of the directors are paid. It is all-
volunteer. If not for the volunteers these events do not happen. We wish to thank all who have
helped over the 1* 6 years and thank in advance those who will help in the next two years taking
us through the 145" Anniversary Battle in Sept. of 2009
